Curriculum Reguirements

The curriculum we teach your children is a statutory requirement please see, www.dfe.qov.uk and
therefore all children are required to participate fully so that they have a broad and balanced experience
of learning throughout their time in school. Your child is required to take part in all lessons which includes
PE and Swimming (in Year 3) You are required to ensure that your child has a school PE Kit in school
ready to wear to take part in Physical Education. If your child does not have their school PE KIT in school
we will issue them with a clean second-hand PE KIT on loan to wear for the session. Equally your Year
3 child is required to learn how to swim and therefore they must have suitable swimwear in school on
swimming days.

Please see the school website www.devonshirehill.com for the Curriculum Statements for all classes
telling you what your child is learning and very importantly what you can do at home to help them.

Homework Passports

Homework Passports will be sent home next week - we ask that you guide and support your child’s
learning by ensuring that he/she:

1) Completes all homework assignments given by teachers

2) Reads daily to develop a love for reading and to improve literacy skills

3) Shares school experiences with you so that you are aware of his/her school life

4) Informs you if he/she needs additional support in any area or subject, and

5) Knows that you expect him/her to succeed in school and further their education.

Behaviour Management

We have a system of notification for parents when their child has been given a behaviour warning at
school. The majority of our children are very well behaved but on occasion, when the wrong choice is
made, we will work quickly with the child to support positive behaviour going forward. If we have ongoing
concerns about your child’s behaviour you will be asked to attend a meeting at school. Likewise, if there
is anything about your child’s behaviour that you wish to discuss, please contact the school office to make
an appointment.

Holidays / Time off during Term Time

At this school we want to ensure that all our children receive an Outstanding Learning Experience
which is why you send your children here! We only ever expect your child to miss school if they are
very unwell and therefore unable to learn, common coughs and colds are not reason enough to keep
your child away from school. Please send your child into school every day so they do not miss out on
learning. As you are aware at this school we do not authorise any time away from learning, apart from
genuine illness. Please never book to take your child on holiday, or to visit relatives during term time.
