Uniform

I'm pleased to advise that our annual attendance figure for 2018/19 (96.24%) reflects that we have
once again exceeded the national average of 95%. This figure is a notable improvement on
2017/18 and a big thank you is due to all parents and carers who made this happen by sending
their child/ren to school every day. Lets aim even higher during 2019/20 to reach our target figure
of 97%!
