 Identify the North American 

continent and some of its countries 

including Canada. 

 Use a map and 8 point compass to identify Canada 

and its ten provinces, three territories and oceans. 

 Describe and understand the physical features, and 

human features of Canada. 

 Discuss Canada’s economic activity, trade links and 

distribution of natural resources. 

 Compare similarities and differences of a region of 

Scotland to a region of Canada. 

 Learn about the social, cultural and  

religious aspects of the Celtic people. 

 Understand the historical context of  

the Celtic people who lived during the Iron Age 

(600BC and 43 AD). 

 Understand life in a Celtic society including food, 

warriors, language, settlements and celebrations. 

 Learn about the significance of Boudicca of the Iceni 

tribe and understand why she rebelled against the 

Romans. 

 Develop our ability to write in different styles. 

 Create our own Mystery Stories and Poetry,  

 Writing a set of Instructions. 

 Learn how to check, edit and up-level our work. 
 

 Compare and order numbers up to 1000. 

 Find 10 or 100 more or less than a given number.  

 Tell the time on both digital and analogue clocks.  

 Record and compare time in terms of seconds, 

minutes, hours and o’clock using am/pm.  

 Add and subtract amounts of money to give 

change, using both pounds (£) and pence (p). 

 Recognise, find and write fractions. 

 Measure, compare, add and subtract lengths 

(m/cm/mm); mass (kg/g) and volume (l/ml). 

Key learning this half term: 

 Understand and name the different 

nutrients and their associated foods. 

 Understand that animals need the right 

types and amount of nutrition. 

 Compare nutrients needed by humans 

to nutrients needed by another animal 

and understand the functions of the 

different bones. 

 Understand how muscles help with movement. 

 Explore the difference between skeletal and 

muscular systems in humans to other animals.
