 Recognise, find and name a half and a 

quarter of an object, shape or quantity.  

 Solve one step problems involving halves 

and quarters. 

 Know that halving is the inverse of doubling.  

 Learn odd numbers and even numbers. 

 Know that odd number cannot be divided 

equally by two.  

 Use non-standard units to measure items. 

 Compare, describe and solve practical 

problems involving measurements. 

 Discover how transport has changed over time. 

 Develop a chronology of automobiles, trains and 

space travel, including invention and use. 

 Discuss how the development of transport has 

impacted on peoples lives. 

 Discuss how modern transport may impact peoples 

lives in the future.
