 Locate the Pacific Ring of Fire on a map and identify 

the world`s famous volcanoes.  
 Study Mount Vesuvius and explain why people chose 

to live near volcanoes.  
 Understand what an earthquake is and when and 

why they occur.  
 Learn about the effects earthquakes can have on the 

natural or built environment and communities. (Nepal 
2015/ Japan 2011/ Haiti 2010.)
