From the source to 

the mouth. Identify its stages and features. 
 Visit the river; draw a sketch of a part of the river and 

identify which stage of the river system it is. 
 Record and calculate the speed of the water flow. 
 Discuss how the land around the river is being used. 
 Understand how people altered the natural features 

of the river; e.g. reinforced river banks, bridges, weirs, 
flood defences or actions to prevent erosion. 

 Identify the vegetation in the area around the river, 
e.g. natural or planted wetlands (reeds, willow trees)  

 Use the information collected to explore how people 
manage and use the river.
